The following report is structured around the five goals in our strategic plan.

SUSTAINABLE AND GROWING CLUBS

In 2010 we have seen clubs continue to try new inituatives to bring in new members and
retain currrent members. Many of these inituatives have proved to be very successful.

Again in 2010 we have not received all membership returns from clubs, which does not give
us a full picture of the growth/decline throughout the district. However, looking at the
received data there appears to have been a continued increase in humber of players around
the district. This is very positive for squash in the Waikato. It appears that a few of the
clubs in the district have had an increase in squash membership, this is very positive to see
and we hope to see this continue into 2011 as we introduce more new inituatives and
competitions for players.

There are however, some clubs who are continuing to struggle. Sharon and I are happy to
offere any supprt required to these clubs, all they need to do is ask.

PROFESSIONAL GROWTH ORGANISATION

Sharon Hema has had another busy year in the SportsForce Squash Development Officer
(SDO) role. Sharon has continued to offer a range of courses for players, coaches and club
officials. We hope to have more people take these up in 2011 and are always open to ideas
on what clubs want.

Lindsey Walters has continued to develop an excellent coaching programme in the district.
Lindsey puts an incredible amount of time, effort and enthusiasm into her work as a coach
and does well more than her ‘part time’ requirements. Lindsey is a valuable member of the
Squash Waikato team and has received some excellent feedback from players and parents,
not only in our own district but from external also. Her coaching programme can be
credited with bringing players into the Waikato to train and play.

I would like to
acknowledge The Perry Foundation, The Lion Foundation and Pub Charity for their generous
donations in 2010. As well as the sponsorship received from Trax Constrution Ltd. This
funding and sponsorship is grately appreciated!

In 2010, we were required to make many of the services offered by Squash Waikato more
user pays, especially our junior coaching programmes and national teams. This will
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continue in 2011, though I will continue to apply for funding to ensure we can keep costs as
low as possible.

The lack of income from funders has been the main cause of a loss for the current financial
year. Moving forward to 2011 we are looking to spend time focussing on securing
sponsorship and re-working our grant applications so we can start the new season knowing
we have income coming in.

AWARENESS AND PARTICIPATION

The Squash Waikato website has again been very successful tool for spreading information,
online tournament entry and acknowledging players successes. We are aware that it is not
just people in the Waikato who are using our website, but player in other areas are using
our website as the place to look for squash information.

The online tournament system has once again proved extremely popular. We had to iron
out a few kinks in the system earlier in the year, but the system appears to be working well
now.

HIGH PERFORMANCE

Lindsey has once again developed and excellent programme for our high performance
players. The successes from the season are a tribute to the time and effort she puts into
her coaching and player relatiponships. Many of the players within the coaching programme
have come a long way in their development on and off the court this year. Well done to you
all, we look forward to further successes in 2011!

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SQUASH DEVELOPMENT OFFICER (SDQO)
REPORT

This year has seen its share of trials and tribulations with the
recession making funding scarce and a long, long winter. Our
Waikato players, however, have ensured that the year has ended
well. Joelle’'s two medals at the Commonwealth games was an
awesome result for a young person who has worked hard to make
her dreams come true. Both the senior and junior teams performed
at their best at Nationals and our Masters representatives have also
achieved well.

This year has seen initiatives started in 2009 being refined and
modified to continue to grow our sport and this has proved to be |
successful with the growth and success of our junior programme and e
record entries at many of our tournaments.

MICROCOURT

At this time we are working with Sport Waikato to put the second Microcourt into use by
Project Energize. This will see the second court going to areas that are difficult to travel to
on a permanent basis, being Taumarunui, Te Kuiti and the Coromandel Peninsula.

The Micrcourt programme started in 2010 in the Huntly and Ngaruawahia areas with it
booked by five schools in Term One and a successful microcourt tournament hosted by the
Huntly squash club at the end of the Term.

In Term Two the court went to the Te Awamutu area with six schools using it through the
term and another tournament hosted by the Te Awamutu squash club. The junior
programme run at the Te Awamutu squash club reported increased interest and
participation of new children due to the increased awareness instigated in the area.

Term Three saw the court in the Matamata - Morrinsville areas and it is booked in Term
Four in the Te aroha - Paeroa areas.

This gives an approximate number of children who have had a go on the microcourt of
3,300 for the year.

JUNIOR PROGRAMMES

This year Dave Clarke from Squash New Zealand has worked on the new coaching
framework which is an exciting module based coaching plan. Both Lindsey and I have met
with Dave and I attended the Squash Coaches conference held in Palmerston North earlier
this year. This framework is aimed at giving people specific skills to work with children at
specific levels so that people can upskill quickly and easilly and develop their coaching skills
at their own pace.

Module One - Get Started is ready to be delivered and Lindsey and I will be working in 2011
to present this and other coaching workshops to people in the clubs. The development of
new coaching modules has meant that we have not delivered the old coaching workshops
this year so we are looking forward to helping people in clubs with their junior programmes
in 2011.

The junior squad selection camp at the beginning of the year saw a record number of
attendees which shows that junior programmes in the clubs continue to be successful.

All the people who work with juniors in their clubs need to be congratulated on the fantastic
work they do in ensuring that we continue to have young people who enjoy and excell in our
sport.

REFEREE WORKSHOPS
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Referee workshops continued to be booked to update referee skills for the beginning of the
season as well as ensuring that teams attending Club Champs were up with the play.

The change to PAR scoring did not present many difficulties with many people commenting
that the scoring was not that big a change. Playing to the new scoring seemed to present
more of a challenge.

During the year workshops were held in Matamata, Paeroa, Leamington, Te awamutu,
Lugton Park and Cambridge. All the junior squads were also given a session on refereeing.
This gives a total of approximately 200 people who upskilled.

SECONDARY SCHOOL TOURNAMENTS

On Thursday 3™ June I ran the Thames Valley Secondary Schools tournament at the Waihi
squash club. The winners were the Waihi College boys and the Matamata College girls.

On Thursday 10" June I ran the Division Two of the Waikato Secondary Schools tournament
with the first division played the following Thursday. We had a record number of entries
with 25 boys teams and 16 girls teams - a total of 123 kids. Putaruru College entered 2
girls teams and 1 boys teams. This is the first year this college has entered.

The winners of division two were the Te Awamutu boys and the Sacred Heart girls. The
winners of division one were the Matamata boys and the St. Peters girls. This is a change
from last years winners of Hamilton Boys and Waikato Diocesan.

Four schools sent teams to the National Secondary School tournament in Christchurch,
being, Waikato Diocesan, Hamilton Boys, St. Peters and Matamata.

On Wednesday 21% July I ran the Waikato/BOP Secondary School challenge at the
Matamata Squash club. This competition is a lead up to playing at Nationals. This year the
Matamata boys played Tauranga boys and the St. Peters girls played Te Puke.

BACKWALL BOAST

The Backwall Boast continues to be published and distributed throughout the Waikato and
beyond. Recently I received an email from a man in the UK about the microcourt who had
read about the court in the Backwall Boast. This newsletter is emailed to approximately 200
email addresses as well as being posted to all our clubs who pin it to their notice boards and
email it on to their members. I write this newsletter to be informative and interesting to a
wide range of people and have written profiles on a variety of people including juniors,
masters, administrators and high performance players. I am always happy to include
articles about events that are going on in your area so please feel free to email me with the
information.

I believe the newsletter is important because it not only provides current information to all
our members but it also shares ideas and initiatives around the large Waikato area; it
advertises the exciting squash competitions and provides a fabulous source of district pride
and enthusiasm. Especially with the fantastic formatting that Lisa, at Sport Waikato, does in
the Waikato colours.

TRUST WAIKATO SCHOLARSHIP RECIPIENTS

Lindsey and I co-ordinated the applications to Trust Waikato for scholarships for five of our
high performance players and were really pleased to learn that they were all successful.
Amanda Cranston, Mike Martin, Emma Millar, David Dela Rue and Alana Sincock all received
$1,500.00 from Trust Waikato to help reimburse some of their education costs at the
Waikato University. We were delighted that our top players were recognised and rewarded
for all their hard work. Unfortunately, this is the last year that Trust Waikato will be issuing
these scholarships as they have decided to have different funding criteria in the future.
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Finally a big thank you to Sport Waikato who have supplied me with invaluable support and
training during the year; their partnership with Squash Waikato is a huge beneficial
resource.

To Karina, Mari, Malcolm, Lindsey and the Squash Waikato Board, Clubs and Players; thank
you for your support and hard work making 2010 a fantastic squash year.
